SHORT COURSE DESCRIPTION, INCLUDING WHICH STUDENTS/CANDIDATES MAY ATTEND. COMMENTS TO CHANGES

BASED ON PRIOR EVALUATIONS.

Cellular and Molecular Neuroscience (10 ECTS) is a course available for students attending our Master’s
Programme, as well as other master students, PhD students, and medical students at the University
of Bergen, and visiting students who fulfil the prerequisites.

The course aim is to give the students necessary intellectual tools to understand and appreciate the
complexities of the nervous system at the molecular and cellular level. The course runs over a period of
about 15 weeks, and consists of about 35 hours of lectures/seminars as well as laboratory demonstrations
each lasting 4 hours.

12 students were registered for the course this semester
e 2 Bachelor students in Molecular Biology (MAMN-MOL) at The Faculty of Mathematics and Natural
Sciences, as well as
e 1 visiting/exchange student (INTL-MED),
e 7 Master Students in Biomedical Sciences (MAMD-MEDBI),
e 1 Medical student (PRMEDISIN), and
e 1 PhD candidate (PHDMD) the Faculty of Medicine.

The evaluation report for 2020 listed following changes planned for 2021:

1) Because of the extraordinary measures that had to be taken in 2021, related to the Covid-19 pandemic,
there are few general lessons that carry over to the next time the course is taught, when we assume
the pandemic will be over.

2) We will continue with the textbook adopted in 2020 for 2021 ("Neuroscience, 6th edition", by D. Purves
and coauthors, 2019).

Changes due to the outbreak of global COVID-19 (coronavirus disease) spring semester 2021:
The various levels of “lockdown” during the Spring semester 2021 had a strong impact on the course.

e Some of the lectures were in person, but most were live Zoom sessions. Generally the lectures were



not recorded to encourage those present to ask questions and partake in discussions.
e The regular physical exam was changed to the format "school exam at home" with grades assigned.

e The laboratories were run as “workshops” and the laboratory reports were modeled as a series of
questions designed to allow the students to delve deeper into the material. The reports were
graded pass/fail with comments provided to the students.

e A new workshop was added to cover Neurohistology which was very successful and will remain part
of the curriculum.

Examination took place the 20" May, and a reminder
was sent the 25 of May to those that hadn’t responded
so far.

The attendees were asked about the academic content, the organization and the educational level of the
teaching, and asked to evaluate the total workload of the course. They were asked to give their responses
about the lectures, what they appreciate — or found disappointing — about the course, and to evaluate the
given review articles.



Finally came some questions regarding the exam and their learning outcomes.
Due to the ongoing pandemic all students at the department also asked this question:

“How have digital teaching methods and restrictions on education on campus affected your learning
and your study life? Feel free to mention both negative and positive experiences.”

When the survey closed the 27" of May, one week after the exam, responses from only 2 students were
registered.
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RESULTS:

Although the students (2) that answered represent 16% of the attendees for the course, it is too few to
conclude anything specific. The comments were overall positive about the course and the level of material.
